Course Descriptions

2009-2010 RE Mandatory Update. 2009-2010 Real Estate Mandatory Update
Course # 9910 for the renewal period beginning July 1, 2009 through June 10,
2010. Topics include agency disclosure requirements, selected property manage-
ment issues, “due diligence” in residential transactions, licensing and education
issues, and a summary of NCAR residential forms changes.

And the Commission Says. This elective course addresses some of the most
commonly asked questions by real estate licensees as published by the N.C. Real
Estate Commission (NCREC) in its “Real Estate Bulletin” publication.

And the Inspector Says. This elective course helps licensees handle the prob-
lems of repair negotiations under the new NCAR/Bar Associations Offer to
Purchase and Contract Alternative 1, before the offer, in the offer and after
inspections.

Broker-in-Charge Annual Review (BICAR). The 2009-2010 Broker-in-Charge
Annual Review Course (BICAR) is a four-hour course that must be completed by
June 10, 2010 by all brokers-in-charge (BICs) who were designated as BIC prior to
July 1,2009, and who wish to remain BIC as of July 1, 2010 for the 2010-2011
license period. This course will count as an elective credit. All BICs must still
complete the annual mandatory Real Estate Update Course that all licensees
must take each year as part of their eight hours of CE to be on active status the
following license year.

Buyer Representation in Real Estate. This course discusses the changes in
real estate relationships and identifies elements of agency relationships.
Contents of the course include foundations of buyer agency, presenting buyer
agency, implementing buyer agency, exercising due diligence as a buyer's agent,
incorporating buyer agency into existing real estate practice, technology for
buyer agents and sample agency-agreement forms.

Commercial Real Estate Brokerage Il - Income Leases & Valuation. This

course covers commercial real estate leases and valuing a property. It iden-
tifies the major types of property leases, and describes provisions and the impact
leases have on the value of the real estate. Students learn to define value, highest
and best use, depreciation, and obsolescence. In addition, the course describes the
three approaches to value using the income approach, and teaches students to
estimate a property's value.

Contracts - Practices and Pitfalls. In this newly approved course, agents

will choose the correct contract forms and addenda for their particular Offer
To Purchase And Contract. They will be able to explain to the consumer the appro-
priate use of the covered forms. This will help agents avoid committing common
pitfalls in their future contracts.

Environmental Issues in Real Estate Practice. This course helps agents iden-
tify potential environmental hazards and how to advise clients on handling them.
The text also discusses evaluating a property to perform “due diligence” regard-
ing environmental issues.

Financing: Straightforward or Creative? Licensees will be provided with a
hands-on course detailing standard and creative financing options in real estate.
The course will start with generic financing procedures and requirements, cou-
pled with in-class problems covering finances. The course will also assist agents
in understanding the use and creation of second mortgages, land contracts, pur-
chasing money mortgages and sources of financing.

@ Foreclosures, Short Sales, REOs and Auctions. With the number of
homes going into foreclosure and short sales today reaching unprecedent-
ed highs, it is increasingly important for licensees to stay current on these topics

to remain competitive and successful in the market. This new course discusses four
hot topics in today's market: foreclosures, short sales, real estate owned (REOs) and
auctions. Focusing on the legal ramifications of these topics, this course also reviews
ways that agents can successfully market these properties.

Fundamentals of Commercial Real Estate. REAL ESTATE EDUCATORS' COURSE OF
THE YEAR! This course acquaints new commercial agents, new and seasoned residen-
tial agents, and administrative assistants with the basics of commercial real estate. It
compares residential and commercial real estate. Topics include commercial lingo and
culture, types of commercial real estate, commission structure, commercial contracts,
and marketing commercial real estate.

Legal & Right-License Law/Code of Ethics. This course addresses the Realtor®
Code of Ethics and license law on ethical issues surrounding real estate transactions.
This course also certifies 2.5 hours of ethics training, which has been mandated by
the National Association of Realtors® (NAR).

Property Management and Managing Risk. This practical approach to property
management explores the major functions of practitioners and helps real estate pro-
fessionals juggle property management and sales with managing liability in today’s
litigious society.

Real Estate Investing From the Beginning. This course will lead students through
the concepts of wealth building and investing strategies to allow them to better assist
the public and themselves.

Sell More with Government Loans. This course informs licensees of the

unique advantages of the three types of government-insured mortgages and
how they work. With this knowledge, licensees can confidently use these programs to
help more home buyers and sellers safely achieve the dream of homeownership.

Skills | Wish | Had Learned. This elective course will help licensees determine skills
to effectively present representation options to clients and customers. It will help
licensees explain the role of the agent to the consumer. This course is a skill-training
course for key areas of risk.

Sold ... But Will It Ever Close? UPDATED! This course will provide licensees with a
better understanding of preparing the consumer, themselves and other licensees to
potential pitfalls, and how to avoid or resolve them. From pre-contract to closing, a
guide of what to look for, when to call for assistance and what role needs to be filled
to the highest level of customer service.

Sustainable Housing and Building Green. The movement focused on environ-

mentally sustainable building structures has now moved into the residential
market. This new emphasis makes it imperative for real estate professionals to be
accurately informed. This new course covers the basics of sustainable housing, or
building “green,” and helps familiarize students with this emerging market.

The Ten Deadly Sins. In this course, students will look at 20 different scenarios,
based on real life situations, to decide what was done wrong or right and how to
apply our laws and ethics to the situations.
